 II.  Joshua’s Blessing Was Growing In Faith And Courage    
     A.  Joshua’s Faith Was Strengthened Because He Led God’s People  

   1.  What he had observed as Moses’ minister would also be lived in his life. 
   2.  God’s promise to Joshua was, “as I was with Moses, so shall I be with you” (Joshua 1:1-5). 
   3.  Joshua’s experience with God was similar to things Moses had experienced.  
   4.  Moses crossed the Red Sea, Joshua crossed the Jordan (Joshua 3). 
   5.  Moses delivered Israel from Egypt, Joshua delivered Israel from the nations of the land. 
 

       B.  Joshua’s Courage Grew Because He Lead God’s People  
            1.  He had seen God’s faithfulness with Moses. 
            2.  He had God’s word, “I will not fail thee, nor forsake thee” (Joshua 1:5). 
            3.  Therefore, he could be strong and of good courage (Joshua 1:6-7, 9, 18). 
            4.  God endorsed Joshua as He had Moses (Joshua 3:7; 4:14). 
            5.  Courage comes from knowing one is following God, as he leads God’s people. 
 

III.  Every Leader’s Blessing Is Helping Other People   
   A.  Helping Other People Is Second Only To Serving God 
        1.  Helping others emulates God – God so loved the world he gave his son (John 3:16). 
        2.  Helping others emulates Christ – Christ gave his life for others (Matthew 20:26-28). 
        3.  Helping obeys Christ – It is more blessed to give than to receive (Acts 20:35). 
 

       B.  Everyone Who Leads God’s People Helps Others  
            1.  Abraham, Isaac, Jacob, Joseph, Moses and Joshua all blessed and helped others. 
            2.  The apostles suffered many things, but they blessed the lives of others. 
            3.  Elders, deacons, preachers, Sunday school teachers, parents and all who lead do so  
                 that they might help and enrich the lives of others. 
 

       C.  Everyone who leads must remember why, it is to serve God and help others. 
 

Maybe The Greatest Blessing Of Leading God’s People Is  
 

IV.  The Personal Blessing Of A Changed Life  
    A.  Leaders of God’s people spend much of their life between God and his people.  

  1.  They learn how much God loves his people and how much they themselves need God. 
  2.  Every leader of God’s people was impacted and changed profoundly because of their association 

with God. 
 

    B.  Moses received the law from God (Exodus 20:18-21). 
       C.  Every King was to write his own copy of the Law (Deuteronomy 17:14-20). 
       D.  Joshua was to meditate in the book of the law and not to depart from it (Joshua 1:7-9).  
       E.  The council took knowledge of the apostles because they had been with Jesus (Acts 4:13). 
       F.  The greatest blessing of leading God’s people may be that the leader spends so much time with 
            God! 
 

Conclusion:   
       1.  Leading God’s people may be the greatest task on earth. 

2.  Because it involves God’s people, and the Lord is jealous for his people. 
3.  Because it involves the greatest thing humans possess, their souls. 
4.  Those who lead are leading individuals eternally. 
5.  But it is also the most rewarding because God approves, leaders spend their life with God, and they 

help his people. 
6.  Benefits include: helping God, helping man, courage, growth, character, and a changed life.
