Introduction 
 

Peter is a wonderful study in leadership, because he is so contrary to the 
normal view of a leader.  Leaders are thought of as being individuals of 
great courage who never waver, especially in times of danger.  Leaders 
are thought of as individuals who always know the right thing to say, and 
who possess the ability to say it - at the appropriate time.  Above all, 
leaders are thought to be mistake-free and certainly free from any big 
mistakes.   
 
Peter is so interesting because he was none of these things.   And yet, 
Peter is as good a leader as anyone in the Bible.  He is a worthy example 
for anyone who leads Godôs people to learn from and follow.  But he was 
not a good leader because of what he lacked - he was a great leader be-
cause of what he possessed.  But notice first that Peterôs life may be 
viewed by many as lacking leadership qualities.  
 
I.   Peter Lost His Courage (Matthew 14:25-32) 
Once Peter recognized it was the Lord who was walking on the water, he 
requested that the Lord allow him to come.  The Lord did invite.  And Pe-
ter trusted in the Lord, accepted his invitation, and walked out of the boat 
and onto the water.  But when Peter saw the wind was blowing very hard, 
he became afraid and began to sink.  He lost his courage and became 
afraid.  The Lord reproved him for his lack of faith. 
 
Next week, we will continue our study on Peter as a Leader.
